MCT COMPANY RULES

SCHEDULE:

You will have a current Rehearsal Schedule handed out at the First Rehearsal. There will be changes made as we go along – it is your responsibility to keep informed of any changes or alterations. We are courteous of your time and understand that things can change – please extend such concern to us. CONFLICTS DURING TECH/DRESS ARE TO BE AVOIDED! (Re-schedule work or classes for this final week of rehearsals) UNEXCUSED ABSENCES DO NOT EXIST – you should be able to reach, by cell phone or message, the Director or Stage Manager to relay any emergency changes to your availability; failure to do so will affect your onstage time and casting decisions in the future. We have only six weeks to put the entire show together. Rehearsals start at 7:00 pm (or as noted) and should conclude at 10pm (ish). The Director and Stage Manager work very hard to keep things on time, but there are a few things the Cast must do to help rehearsals go smoothly.
ETTITQUTE

Be on time. 
You should arrive at least 10 minutes before the start of rehearsal. This gives you time to set 

down your “stuff”, find your script and a pencil, and be ready to learn your part.


Be ready.
Bring your script. And a pencil. Wear appropriate clothing and shoes. If you are late, don’t 
disrupt the rehearsal; just quietly begin to work.

Be polite.
Do not be a distraction. Cell phones and pagers should be turned off. If you are not needed and others are working be quiet and respectful. Go out into the hallway to have conversations and wait for your scenes. Work on lines with other actors or do your homework. Do not distract the folks working on a scene – Would you want that to happen to you?

Focus.

Pay attention. We have a lot of information for you that you must remember and work on. We 
practice so things work smoothly and so that everyone  will know what to do at the right time. 
You’ll be great, if you pay attention to the details.
KID WRANGLING:
Parents contribute at least FOUR rehearsal/performances times to “kid wrangling”.  Wranglers are in charge of keeping children safe and calm. They: 
* interrupt mischief and fairly discipline (“time-outs’, etc.) any child that is disruptive. 
* work with the Director and Stage Manager to maintain a low rumble of activity in the background, 

    monitor bathroom breaks, and keep us on schedule. 
Parents agree to respect the responsibility of the Wranglers – as you all will serve in turn.
Drop Off/Pick Up
NO CHILD WILL BE ALLOWED TO LEAVE WITH ANYONE OTHER THAN A PARENT, 

WITHOUT A WRITTEN NOTE. 
* Park on the north side of the building toward the west end. Please observe the handicap access areas. 
* Please check in with the Wrangler when ferrying your child.
* Children will not wait outside alone for their “ride” – please come inside for them.

*Teenagers are not permitted to give rides to other youths without the permission of all parents concerned.


*ONCE AT REHEARSAL YOUTHS AND TEENS ARE REQUIRED TO STAY ON THE PREMISES.
CARE & FEEDING:
MCT provides water and coffee for our volunteers. If we need supplies, please inform the SM. 

Please remember to clear away your trash at the end of the evening.

No food or drink is allowed on the wooden dance floors. 

Eating should not impede the rehearsal process. 

Please recycle! There are several containers available for aluminum cans.
QUESTIONS: Please direct questions to the Stage Manager or Volunteer Coordinator. They will find the answer for you. The Director is busy “directing” and may not have all the correct information.

GOOD & BAD HABITS:

· Any minor “under the influence” of alcohol or illegal drugs will be dismissed from the production, regardless of circumstance. 

· Foul language is not cool. Our casts range in age from 8 to 80 and no one likes rude behavior or bad manners.

· We all know that flirtations with our peers are fun! However, take care – we thespians appear more mature than may be . . . if there is a problem with unwanted attention, please speak with Tracy Alexander or your Stage Manager, discreetly.
FOR YOUR HEALTH – To reduce the sharing of colds – wash your hands, sneeze and cough into the crook of your arm, and drink plenty of water.

FOR YOUR SAFETY – Please do not share medications, even over-the-counter remedies.
INJURIES – MCT provides basic first aid kits in the Rehearsal Wing and onstage. Cuts and scrapes are common – even a squished finger or toe. We will contact you immediately for instructions.
COSTUMES & CHARACTERS: 

The MCT Costume Designer is responsible for designing the look of your character and how it fits the overall production. He will provide research and instruction to you. He is clothing your character, not just you.  

YOU are responsible for learning the etiquette of the times and wearing the costumes as suits your character. You will need to be available for two or more Fittings outside of rehearsal times. 
**A Parent MUST be present for all Fittings of children under the age of 16.
· Please bathe and use deodorant. Please wear underwear – especially for Fittings.

· To aid your character, please wear appropriate clothing for rehearsals. Corsets, period shoes, hoop and rehearsal skirts are provided by the Costume Shop.
· Please do not alter your appearance without consulting the Costume Designer. This includes tanning, haircuts and trims, tattoos, and body piercings.
You should contribute up to 4 hours toward the completion of costumes. This includes sewing on stray buttons, digging through boxes for ties, scarves, hats, gloves, labeling all costume items, ironing costumes, etc. Just imagine, there are over 60 characters involved in this production and maybe only 6 Wardrobe Volunteers? Your helping hands are always appreciated in the Costume Shop.

BRING THE FAMILY:

Rehearsals are open to guests and family, but they must not disturb the rehearsal process - including your concentration. Our rules apply to all attending rehearsals. Please understand that toddlers and older children will be asked to obey rules by adults other than their parents.
You and your family are encouraged to help out with set construction, painting, costumes, etc. We have work calls on Tuesday and Thursday evenings from 6pm to 9pm.
Maybe Dad and Mom or Sister and Brother want to work on the various crews of our production. We often need Dressers, Scene Shift Crew, Prop Runners and Ushers! Contact Tracy Alexander at 528-5532 for information.
Cast members under the age of 13 are NOT required to stay for Strike. All Children are assigned to clean their Dressing Rooms and then encouraged to gather their personal items and say goodbye. 
T-SHIRTS/TICKETS//PICTURES!  Starting with the first rehearsal, it will seem like a never-ending parade of things to buy! These items are available to all casts at MCT for y’all to purchase at your discretion. It is not a requirement. We try to keep the costs reasonable.
